Sun City Grand’s Community Association Management (CAM) owns and oversees the operation of 
the Dog Park, working closely with the Pet Club to monitor park activities and assist in fulfilling the 
purpose of the park: to provide a place for unleashed pets to exercise and socialize. The following 
rules are provided to assure that the dog park experience is safe for both pets and their owners. 
 
Dog Licenses:  All pets must have a current Maricopa County Dog license. Any dog living in Maricopa 
County for a consecutive 30 days is required to be licensed.  As stated on the Arizona State Statutes: 11-1008. 
License fees for dogs; issuance of dog tags; classification. This also insures the dog is properly vaccinated. 
 
Sanitation:  Dog owners are required to pick up their pet’s waste immediately after it is 
eliminated, tie the waste bag, and dispose of it in a pet waste container in the area. 
 
Cooperation:   All dogs entering the park must be properly registered and wearing the current 
pet park identification tag issued by CAM. 

●  Aggressive dogs are unsuitable for socializing in the dog park. Please do not enter the park 
with a dog of this nature. 

●  A considerate and aware dog owner will always know where & what his pet is doing. If your 
dog exhibits overly rowdy, or aggressive behavior, immediately defuse the situation by 
gaining your dogs attention and/or removing the dog from the park. 

●  Dogs should be unleashed & leashed inside the double gates at the entrances to the park. 
●  Female dogs in heat are never allowed in the park. 
 

Reminders:     
●  Do not allow your dog to jump on others. 
●  Clean up all messy waste left by your dog. Use the hose or a water jug to wash down the 
    area. 
●  Do not bring puppies into the park until they have their rabies shots and are registered with Maricopa 

County. 
●  If an altercation occurs between dogs, safely intervene, and remove your dog. 
●  Please keep the water dishes and water jugs filled with fresh water 
●  You are responsible for your pet and any injuries or damage caused by your pet. 
●  If an incident occurs in the park, fill out the Dog Park Incident Report. 
●  Children must be supervised at all times. No running in the park. 
●  Refer to Sun City Grand Community Association Rules and Regulations for further 

information on violation penalties.
